This chassis
was designed for short barreled rifles, with a short forend and minimum
weight. It still offers the same benefits in accuracy and ergonomics, and is also
the most economical chassis from MDT. Original recoil lug required.

Introduction
Thank you for purchasing the MDT LSS Gen 2 Chassis System designed for the Savage Axis SA RH FDE rifle. This
guide provides essential safety instructions and guidelines to ensure safe and effective use of your chassis
system. Please read and follow these instructions carefully to prevent accidents and ensure optimal
performance.

General Safety Guidelines
Always treat your firearm as if it is loaded.
Ensure that the firearm is pointed in a safe direction at all times.
Keep your finger off the trigger until you are ready to shoot.
Store the chassis system and firearm in a secure location, out of reach of children and unauthorized
users.

Check for recall updates on the EU’s Safety Gate platform.

Specific Safety Precautions for Use
Ensure that the chassis system is compatible with your firearm model (Savage Axis).
Use only AICStype detachable magazines as specified.
Always use the original recoil lug as required for safe operation.
Ensure that the folding stock adapter is properly installed before use, if applicable.
Do not exceed the manufacturer's recommended weight limit for accessories mounted on the chassis.
Avoid using the chassis system in extreme weather conditions that may affect its performance or your
safety.
If you experience any malfunctions or unusual behavior during use, cease operation immediately and
consult a qualified gunsmith.

Instructions for Installation and Usage

Installation

Prepare the Workspace:1.

Ensure you are in a clean, welllit area.
Gather all necessary tools and components, including the chassis system, castle nut, and pistol
grip.

Remove the Existing Stock:2.

Unload the firearm completely and ensure it is safe.
Remove the existing stock from the rifle according to the manufacturer's instructions.

Install the Chassis:3.

Align the chassis system with the receiver of the rifle.
Secure the chassis using the original recoil lug and any provided hardware.



Tighten all screws and bolts to the manufacturer's specifications.

Install the Buttstock:4.

Attach the AR carbinestyle buttstock to the chassis.
Secure it with the castle nut and ensure it is tightened properly.

Attach the Pistol Grip:5.

Install the pistol grip according to the instructions provided with the chassis system.
Ensure it is firmly attached and does not wobble.

Final Checks:6.

Inspect the entire assembly for any loose parts.
Ensure that the folding stock adapter is functioning correctly, if applicable.

Usage

Before each use, perform a safety check to ensure the firearm is unloaded.
Familiarize yourself with the operation of the chassis system and any accessories.
Practice safe handling and shooting techniques at all times.
