Stock options are the
standard Skeleton Rifle stock for ESS, the Folding Rifle Stock for ESS, or the
Skeleton Carbine Stock with the use of the ESS to Carbine Adapter.

Select your preferred stock (Skeleton Rifle stock, Folding Rifle Stock, or Skeleton Carbine Stock).
Attach the stock according to the manufacturer's instructions.
