Stock options are the
standard Skeleton Rifle stock for ESS, the Folding Rifle Stock for ESS, or the
Skeleton Carbine Stock with the use of the ESS to Carbine Adapter.

Install the Stock:5.

Choose your preferred stock option (Skeleton Rifle, Folding Rifle, or Skeleton Carbine).
Attach the stock to the chassis base, ensuring it is locked in place.
